1. Any swimmer entered in the meet must be certified by a USA Swimming member-coach as
being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water
without the use of the backstroke ledge. When unaccompanied by a member-coach, it is the
responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer's legal guardian to ensure compliance with this
requirement.

2. Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing
areas, restrooms or locker rooms.

3. Deck changes are prohibited.

4. Operation of a drone or any other flying devices is prohibited over the venue (pools,
athlete/coach areas, spectator areas and open ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches,
officials and/or spectators are present.

Exceptions may be granted with prior written approval by the Program & Events Coordinator (or
his/her designee).

5. All adults participating in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to
the provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy ("MAAPP"), and
that they understand that compliance with MAAPP is a condition of participation in the conduct
of this competition.

6. The meet host will ensure that the competition course meets the required dimensions as
specified in 103.3 USA Swimming Rules and Regulations.

Disability Athletes: Coaches entering swimmers with disabilities that require any accommodations
or modifications, including the need for personal assistants and/or
registered service animals must provide advance notice in writing,
accompanying their meet entry file, to the meet referee by the entry
deadline. Failure to provide advance notice may limit the host's ability to
accommodate all requests.

Coaches may use the (Accommodations Form) to satisfy this requirement.

Awards: No awards for 11 and older. All 10 and under events will be scored and
awarded by 9-10 and 8&U age groups.
Rules: Current USA Swimming Technical rules will govern. Safety Rules,

as outlined by USA Swimming, and as recommended by the Head

Marshall, will be in effect during all warm-up periods and in all

warm-up areas. Prior to the start of the meet, the name of one person other
than the coach who will check with the referee about any matter pertaining
to the meet must be given o the referee. The coach and only that person
will be recognized.

Proof of Coach/Official Membership All coaches and officials must sign in with Meet Director and
show proof of membership to have access to the facility. Deck Pass will be
accepted for proof of membership.

Coach Supervision: All swimmers must be supervised by a USA Swimming Certified Coach. Any
swimmers attending the meet without a certified coach must take
responsibility for finding a certified coach, who will be responsible for them
during all warm-ups and sessions of the meet. That agreement must be
submitted in writing to the referee before the swimmer is allowed in the
meet.

Warm-Up Schedule: ALL TEAM WILL BE ASSIGNED WARM-UP TIMES AND LANES. NO

EQUIPMENT IS TO BE USED IN ANY LANE THAT HAS TOUCHPADS. ONE WAY DIVE

STARTS UNDER COACHES SUPERVISION MAY BE DONE DURING THE LAST 10 MINUTES

OF A TEAM'S WARM-UP IN THEIR ASSIGNED LANES.

***Except for racing start, swimmers must enter the pool feet first with one hand

touching the deck of the pool***NO EQUIPMENT ALLOWED IN THE POOL AT ANY TIME
